P When we think of “God”, we understand God to exist as three divine persons. But these three 
are one divine essence. Each member of the Godhead is equally God, each is eternally God, 
and each is fully God–not three gods but three Persons of the one eternal Godhead. Each 
Person is equal in essence to the other divine Persons. Each possesses fully and simultaneously 
the identically same, eternal divine nature. Yet each is also an eternal and distinct personal 
expression of that one and undivided divine nature. All are equally omniscient, omnipotent, 
omnipresent, eternal, and unchanging, but each one has unique functions.  

We call this unity the Trinity. The Trinity is the living, personal God who seeks relationship with 
his people, with each person of the Godhead actively involved in drawing humanity into 
fellowship: the Father is the eternal, holy source of all being, whose love initiates redemption 
and who desires to be known rather than merely studied; the Son, Jesus Christ, is the perfect 
revelation of the Father, making the invisible God visible through his incarnation, obedient life, 
atoning death, and risen presence, so that humans may truly know God; and the Holy Spirit is 
the indwelling, illuminating presence of God who awakens the soul, reveals truth, empowers 
holy living, and makes real the believer’s communion with the Father through the Son—so that 
Christianity is not mere doctrine, but a living encounter with the triune God.
